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Leon Sheffield Magnet School hosts a variety of extracurricular activities. Students are invited to participate in a as many of these activities as they are deemed eligible. Upon choosing/auditioning to participate in an activity, students and parents agree to adhere to the following guidelines.

I. Grades of a C or better in ALL subjects  must be maintained at all times.  Upon falling below this standard, a student will be dismissed from the activity for one 4 ½  week grading period.  If the unacceptable  grades continue, or fall below in the same area a second time during the course of the activity, the student will be dismissed from the activity. 

II. Discipline referrals addressed in the office may add up to no more than two full school days (14 hours).  Bus suspensions will count as 30 minutes per day when relating to these guidelines.  If a student receives ISS, bus suspensions, or detention that add up to two full school days, they will be dismissed from the activity for the remained of the semester.  In the case of the musical production; the student will be dismissed from the cast for the remainder of the year.  

III. Any event that causes a student to be assigned to the Center for Alternatives to Suspension (CAS) will remove the student from the activity for the remainder of the semester. In the case of the musical production; the student will be dismissed from the cast for the remainder of the year.  

IV. Any student may be removed from an activity at the sponsor’s discretion with approval from the principal.

These guidelines have been put into place to ensure every student maintains the  academic and discipline standards of Leon Sheffield Magnet School.
